














The impact of this regulation on California is huge. While $95 million is a modest amount compared
to the overall Medi-Cal or education budget, it is critical funding for districts that are committed to
improving health care access for their students.

Dedicated funding streams limit the ability of schools to pay for staff or resources that increase student
access to health care.The efforts of California’s school-based health centers to secure sustainable
funding through legislative action is one example of the complexities of funding school health services.

MAA revenues have been a vital source of funding for schools that have hired additional nurses or health
aides, supported expanded outreach and enrollment activities, or developed school-linked therapeutic
services for high-risk populations.

Losing these funds will knock the foundation out of many school-community partnerships across
the state committed to improving student health.
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
